The site was designed by Rochester Institute of Technology New Media Interactive Development students, under the direction of WXXI, and launched in September 2007. In addition to the searchable videos, the site also hosts two interactive games, homework help tips for kids and parents, and connections to educational resources across New York State.

Teachers from Rochester Dial-A-Teacher and New York City Dial-A-Teacher take the calls and send them to WXXI studios, where master teachers help kids work through their homework assignments live on television. Produced by WXXI, Homework Hotline airs on public television throughout New York State during the school year, and airs [Date and Time], beginning [Date] on [Station].
