Health:

Healthy You 

Emily, Anna, Elijah, and Matt show students and their families how to make healthier choices in their day-to-day lives.. These segments focus on nutrition, exercise, and mental well-being. Each segment provides useful information for students to learn how to develop good habits for success in school and in life. Some topics that will be showcased include: reading food labels, calculateing body mass index (BMI), and good vs. bad calories. 

Animals:

Zoophily

In this segment, Homework Hotline visits Zoos across New York State to learn some fascinating facts about animals. In addition to traveling around the state, on the first Tuesday of every month Homework Hotline has a visitor from the Seneca Park Zoo, in Rochester, NY who brings a live animal on set. 

History: 

Getting Historical

Every Wednesday, Homework Hotline takes a look back at historical milestones and events that have helped form New York State and the United States. Some topics that are highlighted include: African American history, the Native American Nations of New York State, and the different branches government. 

Science:

Wonders of Science
This series of Homework Hotline segments focuses on materials science and how items in the everyday world are created or used.
